(@ ) is also used to listen to the stomach and intestinal tract to see if the

digestive function is normal.

2) (@ ) are temporary tools especially beneficial to patients who have various
conditions affecting their ability to walk, fractures, swelling, sprains,
inflammations and weakening of the leg muscles, etc. Usually they are used two at

a time.

3) ( @ ) is used to verify if the patient’s reflexes are normal. This is a very

important tool in evaluating the condition of the nervous system.
