The Taiwan-Japan Exchange Academic Symposium
focusing on the holistic health care

On March 21, 2025, Kaohsiung Medical University (KMU) and
Ibaraki Prefectural University of Health Sciences (IPUHS) jointly
held an academic symposium to commemorate the 10th
anniversary of the exchange between the two universities.

The theme of the conference was "Dual Health Sciences”, covering
the departments of Occupational Therapy, Physiotherapy, Medical
Imaging and Radiology, and Nursing, showcasing the academic and
educational achievements of the two universities through cross-
disciplinary collaboration in such fields as medical intelligent
technology, assistive devices, 3D printing, artificial intelligence,
humanistic care, and education.

Vice President Yeou-Lih Huang/ & Kk #| of Kaohsiung Medical
University stated that bothTaiwan and Japan are countries with
ultra-aged societies, and it is a valuable experience for the two
universities to learn from each other and grow in the field of
holistic health care and support. Through academic exchanges
between the two universities, each university not only deepens
students’ understanding of both Taiwanese and Japanese cultures,

but also promotes academic cooperation between university faculty.

Through continuous and close exchanges in education, academia,
and research between Taiwan and Japan, the ten-year cooperative
relationship has deepened the friendship between the two
universities. Vice President Yutaka Kohno/ i £f £ of Ibaraki
Prefectural University of Health Sciences in Japan, gave a lecture
on the topic of “one case, one lesson”, urging clinical professionals
to learn from each case, and that observations from each one can
help medical practitioners grow professionally.

The convener of the conference was Lan-Yuen Guo/#8&:&, Dean of
the College of Health Sciences of Kaohsiung Medical University,
and Shinji Abe/fErES], President of Ibaraki Prefectural University
of Health Sciences in Japan. Over the past ten years, more than 100
students and teachers have participated in the university exchange.
In this conference, in addition to the more than 60 on-site
participants, over 100 people joined the event online. More than 50
academic presentations were made in the afternoon.
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
